–	 Go to an emergency department if symptoms are severe, 
and help coordinate with your local emergency department 
if necessary

›	 Write a note excusing you from school or work for up to 14 days

›	 Diagnose and treat more than 80 common conditions, reducing the 
need for in-person care

›	 Write 90-day prescription refills for chronic conditions
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›  Treat COVID-19 cases with anti-viral medication

›  Provide a note that clears you to return to work
